Parents can teach
their children the importance of recycled paper by bringing .
about simple changes in their lifestyle. Schools can also train
- students. to make paper produéts like folders, penholders,
material for the display board, lampshades, teaching/learning
aids, etc. Students can creatively make their own cards, files,
folders, invitation cards and certificates for the school. Working
on a paper recycling plant demonstrates the concept of
recycling waste into ‘wealth’. The real success of such .
programmes is visible in the seemingly simple acts like students
exchanging books in a new academic session, indirectly saving
paper and thereby, trees. This is amazing that only a smgle
sheet is saved by each child, 40,000 trees could be saved per
year by students only.

" keep our minds focused on the desire to be friendly to our
earth and her resources, recycling will become important. After

a while, we will be in the habit of recycling the paper that we

use in the course of a given day.
