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many parts of the world the mother may not have the capacity
to raise a suggrior child. She is incapable of doing so by reason
of her own poor health, her ignorance and her lack of status
and recognition of social and legal rights, of economic parity,
of independence. One essential factor has been overlooked or
ignored. The'% forgotten factor is the role of women.
Development Will be handicapped as long as women remain
second-class cfﬁ;ens, uneducated, without any voice in family
or community,ilr'rvi“arried when they are still practically children,
and henceforth producing one baby after another, often to see
half of them die before they are of school age.

We can enhance development by improving ‘“women
power”’, by giving women the opportunity to develop
themselves. Statistics show that the average family size
increases in inverse ratio to the mother’s years of education —
is Jowest among college graduates, highest among those with
only primary school training, or no education.

Malnutrition is most frequent in large families, and
jncreases in frequency with each additional sibling. The
principle seems established that an educated mother has
heathier and more intelligent children, and that this is related
that she has fewer children. The tendency of

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The educational level of women is significant also
because it has a direct influence upon their chances of
employment, and the number of employed women in a
country’s total labour force has a direct, bearmg on both the
Gross National Product and the disposable income of the
individual family. Disposable income, especially in the hands
of women, influences food purchasing and therefore the
nutritional status of the family. The fact that the additional
income derives from the paid employmenzt of women provides
a logical incentive to restrict the size of the family.

Gifting of precious manuscripts was an established diplorﬁatic
custom under the Mughals. In emulation of this, the Nawab of
Awadh gifted the illustrated Badshal Nama to King George III in
1799. Since then it has been preserved in the English Royal
Collections, now at Windsor Castle.

In 1994, conservation work required the bound manuscript to be
taken apart. This made it possible to exhibit the paintings, and in
1997 for the first time, the Badshal Nama paintings were shown in
exhibitions in New Delhi, London and Washington.
